


Template for the Project Description – research projects
Note that all the main points/headlines of the project description are mandatory, while the subtopics are just guidelines and might not be relevant for all projects. For international mobility grants, it should be clear how the stay abroad will add value to the project as well as the research environment at home. Please note that a template for project overview has been prepared for Grants for Clinical Studies (20 percent).
Format requirements:
· The project description must be precise and to the point and written in Norwegian or English, optionally in Swedish or Danish.
· Maximum 10 A4 pages including figures/tables, reference list, and appendices. 
· Font: Equivalent to Calibri 11 point, single spacing, min. 2 cm margins. For the reference list and any figure captions, font size 9 can be used.







Project Title
The project title must reflect the content of the project. Max. 150 characters. Do not write the project title using capital letters.

1. Introduction
The introduction should provide a brief description of the background to the project and identify the key knowledge challenges within the research field covered by the project.

Provide a description of:
· The status of knowledge in the research field
· The field's major knowledge challenges, both nationally and internationally
· The background for the project
· The project’s significance for the research field
· In addition, for mobility grants: Aims and content for the stay abroad, including justification of the choice of host institution and partner abroad.
1.1. Impact for the health services
In the application form (eSøknad), a brief statement should be provided on the expected significance of the project for the healthcare institution/private nonprofit organization, including its value for patient treatment (short and long term) and/or disease prevention and/or the organization and quality of healthcare services.

2. Objectives and Goals/Milestones of the Project
The project’s objectives should be presented with clearly defined main and sub-goals. The goals must be clearly defined, tangible and verifiable. Main and sub-goals should be described in the application form (eSøknad) and can be elaborated in the project description based on:
· Objectives and/or hypotheses
· Short-term and long-term goals
· Expected results to be achieved during the project period
· Expected significance for the knowledge field

Specific requirements for certain application types:
· For applications for doctoral and postdoctoral grants:
The project description must clearly specify the tasks and responsibilities of the fellow within the project.

· For applications for career fellowship grants:
The project description must clearly outline both the researcher’s (the career fellowship applicant’s) and the fellow’s roles and responsibilities in the project. It should also include a plan for establishing the applicant’s own research activity or group, as well as for building a collaborative research environment.

· For applications for international mobility grants only:
The project description, summary, and activity plan must reflect that this is an application for an international mobility grant. The project description must include a dedicated section (preferably at the beginning), detailing the planned stay abroad. Include information on the expected added value of the stay, both for the researcher and for the research environment at home. The project description must include a plan for the transfer of skills and knowledge to the home institution upon return. A plan for continued research collaboration after the stay (e.g., publications, projects, and applications) must also be presented.

· For applications for Grants for Clinical Studies (20 percent):
Do not use this template, but rather the template for project overview.

3. Feasibility
Being feasible means that the project can be implemented in the best possible way within the project period.

3.1. Study Design, Choice of Methodology and Analysis
Provide an explanation and justification for the choice of the specified scientific methods used in the project. The method choices should be justified, and it should be clear how they are suitable for answering the research questions. Alternatively, a description can be provided of how methods will evolve through the project.

Provide a description of:
· Necessary equipment and personnel
· How the choice of methods is relevant
· Design (clinical studies)
· Statistical power to address the research question, where relevant (clinical studies)
· Use of exploratory markers for patient stratification, if relevant (clinical studies)
· Gender-specific analyses, if relevant
3.2 Risk assessment
Describe risks related to the feasibility of the project and how they will be addressed, e.g., through alternative approaches to recruitment challenges, methods, delays, limited access to infrastructure, analysis, etc.

3.3 Organization and Collaboration
The project description should include an overview of the project's organization and collaborations.
Provide a description of:
· The organization of the project and its possible affiliation with a research group, including project leadership.
· The expertise, infrastructure, and other resources of the environment that are important for the implementation of the project.
· The scope of regional collaboration, and if applicable, national and international collaboration 
Please note that all participants in the project must also be listed in the participant list in eSøknad.)

3.4 Budget
The budget should be set up in the application form (eSøknad). The budget should provide a clear overview of cost frameworks and align with the project's goals and content.
For Open project support and Clinical career grants: There should be consistency between the planned activity level per year and budgeted costs the same year. If, for example, lower costs are expected in the start-up phase, the application budget should reflect this. 

Doctoral and postdoctoral fellows must describe any project costs to be covered by other funding sources in eSøknad.

3.5. Plan for Milestones and Dissemination
An activity plan (milestones) for the project should be listed in the application form (eSøknad). In addition, the project description should include a more detailed description of the timeline and milestones for the implementation of the project, including a plan for dissemination (publications, articles, websites, lectures, popular science dissemination, etc.).

3.6 Plans for Implementation
Provide a description of:
· How new knowledge can be used in the health service
· The plan for implementing the results of the project
· Provide a description of the innovation potential for the project

4. User involvement
User involvement must be described in the application form (eSøknad) for the following application categories: 
• Doctoral grants 
• Postdoctoral grants 
• Clinical researcher grants 
• Clinical career grants 
• Open project support 

The description can also be further elaborated here. 
Researchers receiving Health West's research funding must have completed a course in user involvement 

5. Ethical Considerations
Describe any ethical considerations related to the project and how these will be addressed. If there are no ethical issues, this must be stated here.

6. References
The references should refer to literature that supports the academic content of the project:
General advice:
· The applications are peer reviewed by external and independent evaluation committees. It is therefore essential that the project is described in a comprehensive and structured manner in the project description. The project description is essential for the assessment of an application.
· Avoid excessive use of technical terms and abbreviations etc. 
· Take care to comply with the format requirements for the project description. Note: The application will be rejected if the project description exceeds 10 A4 pages, including figures/tables, reference list, and appendices.
